Installation Steps:

Step 1. Locate where you would like to install the ceramic tooth brush/tumbler holder.
Place the base onto the wall and trace around it with a pencil (fig 1).

Step 2. Unscrew the slotted set screw of the base and remove the mounting plate.

Step 3. Place the mounting plate in the center of the pencil outline you just made
and mark the location of the mounting screws (fig 2). Drill holes at the marked
locations (fig 3).

Step 4. Insert anchors into the holes with a hammer until flush with the wall (fig 4).

Step 5. Screw the mounting plate (with flat side up ) to the wall with the mounting
screws (fig 5).

Step 6. Place the base onto the mounting plate and use the allen wrench to tighten
the slotted screw to hold itin place (fig 6).

Step 7. Insert the ceramic tooth brush/tumbler holder to the hole in the base and
tighten the slotted screw with the allen wrench (fig 7).

Cleaning

Clean with a damp cloth only.
