For Use With KB's Three-Handles Bidet Faucet with Pop-Up

BEFORE BEGINNING INSTALLATION

1. Flush plumbing lines to clear any debris. 2. Shut off both supply lines after flushing
3. Kingston Brass recommends that you use Teflon's tape on every threaded connection.

1. Shut off hot and cold water supply under sink.
Plug sink drain with cloth to avoid losing small
parts. Remove old faucet.

3. Apply Teflon tape to threads on faucet shank
and shut off valves, connect water supply line.
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BIDET DOUCHE ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS
Unscrew jet stream adapter from douche assembly
and remove second rubber washer and the metal
washer. Place a bead of silicon around the opening
of the hole to prevent possible leaks. While holding
douche assembly from underneath, place rubber and
metal washer over threaded portion of the assembly.
Thread et stream adapter onto the threaded end of
the douche assembly and tighten until secure.
FLEXIBLE HOSE INSTALLATION

First take the longest of your three flex hoses and
attach one end to the bottom of the diverter valve
tee and the other to the douche assembly. Next,
use the other two hoses and attach one end to the
coldhot side and the other end to the side inlets

of the tee that is connected to the bottom of the
diverter valve. The best way to attach the hoses

to the diverter tee is to have a small loupe on each
side, but be careful not to kink the hose.
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DIVERTER INSTALLATION

First remove the handle, top rubber cone washer and
flat metal washer from the diverter valve and insert

into center hole from underneath. While holding body
in place install second cone washer from the top of

the valve and make sure that the two cone washers
make a solid connection. Then use the threaded

flange to secure the body to the bidet basin. Tighten
locknut from the bottom half of the body until it is
secure. Reattach diverter handle and tighten set screw.
COLD & HOTBODY INSTALLATION

Remove handle assembly by releasing set screw with Allen wrench.
Then remove flange by turning counter clockwise. Place body

through hole from underneath and hold in place as you attach the
flange. Then tighten locknut and washer from underneath until secured.
Attach handle and tighten set screw. Repeat steps for opposite side.

Apply Teflon's tape

5. Apply Teflon's tape to inlet shanks and connect
supply lines.

6. Turn on water supply valves and check for
leaks, especially all supply line connections.

7. Remove the aerator before turning on your new

faucet for the first time, let hot and cold water run

for at least 1 minute, replace aerator this will prevent

debris in the line from clogging the aerator.
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POP-UP DRAIN INSTALLATION

INSTALLATION:
1.Remave the drain flange(2) and drain plug(1) and
rubber(3) from pop-up assembly.
2.Apply a small bead of silicone caulking
(Do not use Plumbers putty) under drain flange.
3.Insert threaded end of pop-up assembly from
underneath the sink.
4. Thread the drain flange(2) on top of pop-up assembly,
making sure to position side hole towards the rear wall.
5.Insert drain plug(1) aligning the bottom hole with the
side hole.
6.Insert small side of ball rod in side hole, making sure
that the rod goes through bottom hole of drain plug.
7.Apply Teflon tape ball rod thread connection. Tighten
nut so that ball rod (8) moves loosely, do not over tighten.
8.Insert pop-up rod(9) through the top portion of lift rod
strap(11) and tighten thumb screw(10).
9.Push the ball rod down, this will make drain plug go up.
10.Insert one side of ball rod clip(12).
11.Insert lift rod strap onto ball rod.
12.Slide other side of ball rod clip.
13.Test movement of pop-up, if necessary adjust by
loosening thumb screw and tightening in a position that
will give you smooth movement. Liftrod strap may also
be used for adjustment.
14.Turns handles on faucet to the full on position and
inspect to insure that there is no leaking undemeath
lavatory.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE OF YOUR FAUCET

If your faucet is already looking somewhat dull and tarnished, before replacing, it try cleaning it with a 50/50
solution of vinegar and water, you may need to soak some rags and wrap around those stubborn areas, leave

overnight and rinse completely in the morning, apply Carnauba wax once you have removed the mineral deposits.
