Installation Instructions
For Use With KB's Twin Handles Lavatory Faucet with Pop-Up
BEFORE BEGINNING INSTALLATION

1. Flush plumbing lines to clear debris in pipe and plumbing lines to avoid existing
clogs into waterway & carfridge system of new faucet fixture.
2. Shut off both supply lines after flushing
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1.Shut off hot and cold water supply under
sink. Plug sink drain with cloth to avoid
losing small parts. Remove old faucet.

3. Connect the water supply lines. Before
connecting the supply lines, apply pipe joint
compound to the threads on the inlet shanks

and shut off valves with an adjustable wrench.
